1. In figure one; the following chart represents the unemployment rate in five countries:
Australia, Canada, United Kingdom, New Zealand, and the United states. The X axis represents
the year and the quarter in which the rate either dropped or increased. In all five countries the
unemployment rate dropped from at least 2-3 percent from the first quarter in 1993 and the
fourth quarter in 1996. The most significant decrease was in New Zealand dropping from about
10 percent to about 6 percent. Australia had a significant rate decrease as well from 12 percent
to about 8 percent. The United States decreased from about 8 percent to 5 percent which is the
2™ highest decrease with 3 percent decrease in rate. The United kingdoms had the highest rate
of decrease with a 4 percent rate decrease.
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2. Figure 2 is represented on a bar graph which is very misleading and not very visually
descriptive. The information conveys that the unemployment rate of the countries decreased in
certain years and quarters, but very was misleading about the reports is that most of the
countries unemployment rate did not have much of a significant decrease as described in figure
one. For Example Canada and Australia displayed a slight drop in unemployment but for the
most part the chart displays that the unemployment rate stayed at a relatively constant rate with a
slight up and down drop.
